With the availability of high-bandwidth wireless connectivity (10Mbps will be available in 2010) and the emergence of new services such as MediaFLO, wireless platforms are positioned to continue showing dramatic enhancements in the services that can be supported. The capability base that has been established in 2006 positions the wireless industry for strong future growth. 

It is significant that many new application concepts are being developed in South Korea based on EV-DO technologies. Furthermore, new transaction-based services are being developed in South Korea in addition to the rapid ramp-up of Mobile TV. New services based on the UMTS protocol are expected to emerge as well, but with the need for low-cost and user-friendly interfaces. 

Software functionality is expected to become the key differentiator in the future, which gives Nokia, with its Series 60, and Qualcomm, with its wide range of software offerings, major competitive advantages.
